Turcophone refugees in Greece in the immediate aftermath of the Asia Minor Catastrophe and the 1923 Greco-Turkish
Population Exchange « Tovpkioda xiofodp, I'tovaviaravoa wovyadlip»

On January 30, 1923, the Convention regarding the Exchange of Greek and Turkish Populations was signed, marking
history’s first-ever compulsory population exchange. The Turkish-speaking Orthodox communities of Asia Minor were
too subject to the population exchange and transferred to Greece. Upon arriving in Greece, the refugees faced a society
torn by the war and imbued by nationalism. In this milieu, the Turcophone refugees encountered a double challenge.
Being deprived of access to the existing sociopolitical networks, they utilized different means to participate in political
life and banish the aphonia imposed upon them. They used publications as a means to address this need. This study
depicts the atmosphere in which the Turcophone refugees found themselves and their political reaction to this
atmosphere while wandering through the pages of a refugee newspaper published in Turkish with Greek characters,
namely I1poopvyixn @wvi/Movyarlnp Zedooi [Muhacir Sedasi = Refugee Voice].

Trisevgeni Bilia, University of Oxford
Manto Aravantinou’s Joycean archive: a reading of Joyce’s Greek notebooks

This presentation will focus on the work of Manto Aravantinou (1923/1926 — 1998), a Greek poet, critic, and translator
of James Joyce, mainly active in the 1960s — 1980s. Specifically, it will discuss her work on Joyce as it has been
developed in her 1977 monograph Ta ellinika tou James Joyce [James Joyce’s Greek] in which she explores the Irish
author’s connection to the Greek language, culture, and people through archival research. Through examples from her
critical and literary work and considering discussions about the ‘weird’ as a mode of perception (Fisher 2016), this
presentation will argue that Aravantinou introduces new modalities of reading Joyce in the periphery. Drawing from the
Greek notes found in the Joyce archive for her interpretation and translation and from key ideas of poststructuralism
with which she came into contact while studying in Paris, Aravantinou provides an alternative, weird reading of Joyce
in the periphery.

Greek Jews as second-class citizens. Antisemitism during the Junta and the first decade of democratic transition (1967
—1984)

After the Greek Civil War, the 1952 constitution established the “Helleno-Christian culture” as the ideological
cornerstone of state education. Around 50 percent of Jewish Holocaust survivors had already left Greece by then. In
1955, the Greek state expatriated these survivors through changes in the law on citizenship, claiming they lacked
“national consciousness” while labeling the remaining 5,000 Jews “non-genuine Greeks.” April 21, 1967, marked the
beginning of an antisemitic campaign led by Greek Orthodox Church officials. This campaign pervaded public
education, the military, and the Greek judiciary, persisting for decades. Even after the Junta's overthrow in 1974, Greek
Jews were systematically denied teaching positions in public schools and military careers, making them second-class
citizens. By examining the Archive of the Central Board of Jewish Communities of Greece (KIS), the Greek foreign
ministry, legal texts, and newspapers, I will explore the ongoing challenges faced by Greek Jewish citizens, even after
joining the European Community. I will also highlight the Central Board's fight against structural antisemitism, which
profoundly affected survivors and their descendants, leading them to seek a particular “Greek” Jewish identity.

C.P. Cavafy’s poetics of the spectral: on conjurations and broken promises

Cavafy’s persistent preoccupation with activating the past and making it an incalculable force in future presents gives
shape to what I call his poetics of the spectral: a poetics that yields a porous ‘now’ inhabited by—literal and figurative—
spectral figures. [ here probe two strategies involved in this spectral poetics: broken promises and conjurations. Cavafy’s
poems experiment with summoning the dead and the past, but also stage the failure of such strategies. Even when
conjurations succeed, the speaker is not always in control of specters: their appearances are unpredictable, unstable,
suggesting the conjurer’s compromised agency. Promises are also constantly made by characters to others or to
themselves, but they are usually broken. Broken pledges and unmet commitments pervade Cavafy’s universe. What do
(failed) conjurations and (broken) promises tell us about poetry’s (in)ability to momentarily suspend death, rupture the
present or function as a space of mourning? What broken promises share with conjurations is a momentary deferral of
death and endings by resisting the end of desire. They ensure that both past and future keep haunting the poetic present
and extend the haunting of Cavafy’s poems to future presents.

In the wake of societal modernization, technological progress and linguistic emancipation Modern Greek had to face the
challenge of extending its notional inventory by the creation of neologisms, a long and sometimes troublesome process.
Evidently, other countries often found themselves in a comparable situation. Creating neologisms after all has not been
a Greek peculiarity in spite of the rather unique (in conflictual intensity, political implications and duration) YAwoouo
Ofmua. We shall endeavor to highlight some analogies and divergences of the Greek “model” with the strategies of
lexical enrichment adopted by some major and minor European languages such as German, Lithuanian, Romanian and
Russian. In doing so we shall explore the varying importance of previous language strata or predecessor languages, the
role of calques, direct borrowings and lexical “inventions” More technical aspects such as types of lexical compounds,
suffigation, morphological and phonetical integration will also be discussed.

A cultural outline of Modern Greeks during the turbulent decade 1915 — 1925 based on the political diaries of Zygmunt
Mineyko

In its diaries “Chronicle of the most important, especially political, events in Greece from February 3rd, 1915, to June
25th, 19257, the Polish engineer and resident of Athens Zygmunt Mineyko relates the political situation in the country
on an almost daily basis. In addition, Mineyko describes the Greek culture in a direct or — mostly — indirect way.
Although rooted in Greece, Mineyko is not completely assimilated and occasionally thinks as an external observer, a
foreigner. In these cases of being the Other, his testimony throws a particular light on different aspects of Greek culture,
such as the political mentality, customs, religious beliefs etc. Based on his observations, the announcement attempts to
draw a cultural profile of Modern Greeks during this critical time period.

The voice of the religious “Other” in selected works of Modern Greek Literature

Christina Delistathi, University of Westminster
Translators’ work practices and the “correct” translation of Marxism

Adopting a Foucauldian perspective, the paper investigates how work practices were enacted to generate the “correct”
translation of Marxist texts. It will be argued that the KKE’s efforts to dominate Marxist discourse entailed the
codification of the theory and the creation of definitive translations aimed at being accepted as “correct”. To this end,
the party instructed on the method to translate, and established an organizational model for the translation of Marxist
texts. Only knowledge produced according to this method would be authorized and available to readers. The paper will
discuss how the party’s collaborative, centralized and professionalized organizational model alongside mechanisms of
surveillance and discipline of agents in translation supported its claims of owning the “correct” interpretation of
Marxism. This approach to translator work practices advances our understanding of the construction of Marxist discourse
in Greece and of the relationship between social structures, power and processes of validated knowledge production.

Lida Maria Dodou, University of Vienna
Migration of Salonica Jews to Moravia, 1912 — 1936

The aim of this talk is to present a largely unexamined aspect of Jewish migration from Salonika, by focusing on a few
dozen Salonika Jews who, in the early 20th century, migrated to the Habsburg Empire, and in particular, to the Moravian
lands. The main focus of the contribution will be on the relations that connected Salonika Jews with the region to which
they migrated and their longevity, while also examining the broader impact of this migratory pattern on the city of
Salonika and its Jewry. By putting the characteristics and the trends of this migratory wave under the scope, this
presentation aims to contribute to the history of Greece’s Jewry as well as the migratory patterns towards Moravia,
which have been the focus of research regarding the post-WWII years.

Transformation of ambassadorial terminology from Homeric epics to Modern Greek

Professional diplomacy plays an important role in relations between countries and peoples in the 21 century. If
European diplomacy is believed to be rooted in the ancient Greek world, the latter is claimed to be largely inspired by
the Homeric epics, which offer rich terminological and factual material related to ambassadorial practices. There are up
to ten attested ancient Greek terms referring to ambassadorial functions. Although the words denote an envoy, a
messenger and a herald, they are nowadays found synonymous, and they referred to different ambassadorial functions
from the Homeric epics. This article also explores various theories on the etymology of the terms and presents the related
verbal forms, compounds and derivatives frequently applied in ancient as well as modern Greek. In fact, they are sources
for diplomatic terms established in modern Greek, and on some occasions, in a number of European languages their
meaning is sometimes more or less modified.

The current face of the Greek community in Hungary is largely due to the refugees who arrived in Hungary after the
Greek Civil War. Civil War consist of a traumatic fact for the persons and social groups which has strong influences for
the formation of identities. Sigmund Freud insists that it isn’t just and simply the heinous fact the only factor which
creates a trauma. For its creation, the symptoms, the actions will be adopted for its relief and its transmission and
influences for to the next generations. In this perspective our lecture will focus on the grand journey of the Greek children
— who arrived in Hungary without parental care — from the initial trauma to relief. We shall try to show some micro-
historical variations based on some characteristic excerpts from life-story interviews.

One route, one goal, one answer? Similarities and differences evident in the strategies employed within the Aegean
refugee and evacuation phenomena 1942 — 1944

Present paper discusses the refugee movement of Greek Jews fleeing across the Aegean to Turkey (1943 — 1944) in the
light of other refugee and evacuation phenomena observable in the region during World War Il and the Holocaust. Based
on the hypothesis that the Jewish refugees’ agency was determined by an evacuation network that had its roots in the
evacuation operations conducted by the Allied military (1942 — 1944), my paper compares the experiences of Jewish
civilian refugees and evacuated military personnel. This comparison refers to the strategies adopted during their escape,
the ways and means that enabled individual civilian refugees and members of the military personnel to take action, their
(perceived) degree of agency, and the actors they interacted with both directly and indirectly in the course of their escape.

The Tromelin Road: a comparison with the Egnatia Odos

In 1807, a French officer undertook the mission to explore and draw an itinerary from Keiracha to Constantinople and
collect information about the roads and the towns he met during his mission. While studying the Greek part, from
Keiracha to the Turkish frontier, we will draw this itinerary on a modern map, using the detailed descriptions and map
of the road from Tromelin report and some other contemporaneous maps. Two questions regarding continuity will be
raised during the drawing:

e The continuity of toponyms: to draw the route on a map as precisely as possible, a comparison and study of
toponyms with contemporary and modern maps will be required. We will present the various variations in
orthography found when studying these toponyms.

e The continuity of the route: can it be compared to other contemporary routes and by superimposition with
modern roads and particularly with the modern “Egnatia Odos™?

The Charta of Rigas Velestinlis (1796 — 7, Vienna) is one of the most important works of the Neohellenic Enlightenment
and the most characteristic sample of Greek cartography of the pre-revolutionary period. However, even though Rigas
is widely considered as a precursor of the freedom and his literary works are well known in Greek tradition, the Greek
school textbooks contain few references about Charta and most people ignore the connection of this map with Rigas’
life and death or the importance of his actions and revolutionary ideas for the history of Greek printing. Aiming at
improving historical knowledge and acquiring digital skills, the Onassis Library and the Cartographic Heritage Archives
designed together and implemented educational activities inspired by Rigas’ Charta for school teams of primary and
secondary education, combining new technologies with OBL, GBL and PBL methodologies, connecting new audiences
with Greek culture and enhancing the benefits of learning.

Graneli. It should be noted that the tragic biographies of these two poets coincide to a large extent, and their symbolic
perception is also pessimistic and, in many cases, expressed with the same faces and symbols. Also, will be discussed
in the paper common symbols from the works of these two poets. Kostas Karyotakis and Terenti Graneli appear in the
literary arena at the same time, their symbolist poetry is full of melancholic senses. Also, as we mentioned, there are
common symbols in their creations.

Greek linguistic heritage in Southern Calabria

Hellenic Culture is obviously and very well visible in the area of Magna Graecia in Italy. Although, it must be noted
that along with the Hellenic heritage, the Byzantine and the Greek heritage are present parallelly in the cultural and
linguistic landscape of Southern Calabria. However, it must be underlined that the Greek language and its variants in
Calabria are minority languages and heritage languages. In these circumstances, there is a need to characterize the
Linguistic Heritage of Southern Calabria with a smart method, which could serve multiple scientific, cultural, and social
needs. The paper presents the results of the application Linguistic Landscape (LL) concept as a tool to document and
collect the linguistic data which exist in public space because the LL seems very useful for minority languages studies.
The LL data for minority and heritage languages can be a part of the departure to investigate various issues by scholars.
The paper discusses the method of re-use of the same collected data to analyze the sociolinguistic environment of the
Greek Heritage in Calabria today.

Angelika Hudler, University of Vienna
From Athens to Vienna: reinvigorating the microhistories of antiquities collecting in the late nineteenth century

This paper engages with the provenance records belonging to a series of archaeological artifacts in the Antiquities
Collection of the Kunsthistorisches Museum Vienna. The objects were sold from Athens to Vienna in 1875 and their
stories connect to significant turns of Greek archaeology: for one, this was when the peak of Greek antiquities’ parallel
nationalization and commoditization, apparently incommensurable, yet indeed simultaneous phenomena took place. At
the same time, archaeology’s emancipation in academia effected a new occupational and social identity, namely that of
learned scholars in the field. I obtain their names from artifact provenance studies. Situated in the dialectic space where
historical biography, microhistory of antiquities collecting and trafficking, and archaeology’s academization inform each
other, my discussion reinvigorates the artifacts’ heterogenous cultural contexts in Athens and Vienna in the 1870s. I will
argue individual provenance research as an indispensable tool in reconceptualizing historical antiquities collections.

Re-narrating otherness through film translation in post-war Greece (1949 — 74): subtitling in focus

Despite a growing body of literature on how cultural production was informed by the sociopolitical agenda of post-war
Greek regimes (1949 — 74), the role of film translation (agents) in the censorship mechanisms of this period remains
underscrutinised. This paper will thus explore the extent to which film subtitling was also pressed to the service of
various forms of censorship during this period. Censorship will be envisaged as a productive phenomenon involving
multiple (non-)state actors, rather than a merely repressive act exercised by state institutions. This approach to the study
of the censorial logic is intended to foreground the degree of agency and role played by translation agents in film
censorship mechanisms. With reference to individual films that were (re-)screened during this period, we will explore
the reconstruction of the political and social Other of the time through dynamic subtitling practices. The paper draws on
previously understudied film subtitle archives, original film copies and interviews with film translation agents of the
time.

Dimitris Kamouzis, Centre for Asia Minor Studies
Apostolos Doxiadis: A man of his times (1918 — 1939)

Apostolos Doxiadis (1873 — 1942) was undoubtedly one of the most influential public figures in interwar Greece. In his
capacity as Minister of Health for most of the 1920s, he carried the weight of organizing and coordinating the
rehabilitation and healthcare of 1,3 million Asia Minor Greeks who arrived in Greece after the Asia Minor Catastrophe
of 1922. The aim of this paper is to examine Doxiadis’ work in relation to the modernization of the system of Greek
healthcare and the rehabilitation policies of the Greek state towards the refugees from Asia Minor. At the same time the
paper will question his ideas about eugenics taking into consideration that he was amongst the leading proponents of
developing a eugenics-based Greek population and he controlled the political means as well as the institutions to promote
state programs along these lines.

Housing policies for refugees in Nea Kokkinia, Piraeus (1922 — 1928). Humanitarian aid or development schemes?

This paper explores the process of urban settlement of refugees through the case of Nea Kokkinia in a twofold way: on
the one hand, it examines it in the light of the interventions of the Greek state and the Refugee Rehabilitation Committee,
but on the other hand, from the perspective of the implementation of the housing and rehabilitation plans at a micro
level. More specifically, we will discuss the social and professional background of the engineers and intellectuals
involved in the development of the project, the financial dimensions of a State orchestrated effort based on international
loans, the methods of housing distribution, and the ideological premises and social anxieties that shaped the blueprints
of housing provision in interwar Greece.

Panagiotis Karagkounis, University of Manchester
The forgotten story of the refugee camps in Greece: humanitarian logistics and refugeedom, 1920 — 1928

Using archival material from the League of Nations, Greek and foreign humanitarian organizations, and personal papers
of foreign humanitarians, this paper argues that humanitarian visions were affected by both humanitarians’ and refugees’
experiences through the camps. Contrary to previous works, my paper provides two main strands and concrete case-
studies. Firstly, I emphasize the element of planning by examining closely humanitarian logistics and imaginative
geographies. As I demonstrate, humanitarians considered Greece an exceptional case, based on the Western perceptions
of the Classical antiquity. However, in the ‘field,” they had to deal with a completely different material reality. When
this type of humanitarian imaginary collided with harsh conditions of the 1922 refugee crisis, new perceptions and ideas
were constructed. Secondly, I investigate the economic organization of the camp. By examining humanitarian reports, I
illustrate the relations between markets and refugees, and how non-monetary economies were formulated within the
camps.

Impacts of crises on migration of creative professionals, the case of Greek classical musicians

This paper discusses the impact of the financial and COVID-19 crises on creative migration of classical musicians in
Greece. It is based on empirical research on professional musicians who have left the country to move abroad and set
their professional activities in other countries, identifies the reasons for migration of professional classical musicians
and discusses its implications. Through examining creative migration and the influence and interaction of the financial
crisis, it touches also on educational factors and institutional changes. Findings suggest that the quality of music
education and institutional malfunctions are key reasons that trigger migration of professional musicians, rather than the
implications of the crisis which has not played as a paramount role as would have been assumed. Findings also identify
lack of meritocracy, nepotism and lack of transparency for professional positions as factors that influence the decision
of professional musicians’ decision to migrate and return.

Modern Greek alternate history novels

While Modern Greek literary tradition abounds in many kinds of fantastic motifs, postwar Modern Greek literature
refrains from employing fantastic elements. Novels in the genre of science-fiction or fantasy are sparse, as attempts to
incorporate fantastic tropes into mainstream texts. I will focus on four contemporary novels. Ch.A. Chomenidis's work
is a satire where Greece obtains a colony in the Atlantic Ocean, D. Fissas and G.N. Alexatos elaborate on a post-war
world with a different outcome of the civil war. L. Divani in her novel published few months ago presents a anti-
patriarchy fantasy. I will approach these novels with the methods used while analysing various alternate and parallel
history novels, looking not only for the basic construction themes, like the possible Point of Divergence, but looking at
the shape of eu/dis/topia that emerges from these literary endeavours. Are they promises, dreams, caveats, nightmares?
Or merely mirrors for our reality?

Jewish and Greek? Holocaust survivors and broken expectations of the homecoming

World War II, more perhaps than all preceding wars, affected the lives of everyone who survived. But while non-Jewish
soldiers and partisans were hailed as heroes, Jewish survivors were traumatized by losing families and friends, and by
the general disregard of the Greek majority. Drawing on analysis of institutional documents and personal stories, I will
focus on how the forced displacement of the Jews of Greece shaped their Greek identity and, in turn, how it was
perceived by the non-Jewish Greeks. Arguing that both internal and external displacement of Jews was involuntary, |
will be able to approach not only the policy of displacement carried out on an out-group but also how collective identities
were constructed, supported and (co-)shaped. I will also offer insights into how the collective memory of Holocaust
survivors is reflected in the interdisciplinary analysis of gender, religion, ethnicity, and social class.

Spelling as a reflection of cultural contacts: the case of Judaeo-Greek

The orthographic system of Judaeo-Greek, like that of other Jewish Languages, is historically based on the orthographic
practices of Hebrew. Starting from the late Byzantine period, the influx of refugees into Greek-speaking territories
exposed Greek Jews to the spelling practices of other coreligionist groups. This impact, however, was not significant
enough before modernity, when intensive contacts with Yiddish and European languages became possible. I will present
the samples of modern Judaeo-Greek orthography and discuss the changes brought forth by multilingual environment.

Alexandros Pallis and the Greek state’s refugee resettlement policies

In 1913, Alexandros Pallis assumed the duties of Financial Inspector of Macedonia. For more than two decades the
Greek government appointed Pallis to an array of positions in various services concerned with the welfare and settlement
of refugees. In this announcement, I will investigate the refugee resettlement policies adopted by the Greek government
through examining Alexandros Pallis’ work. Pallis applied a different perspective on administrative mechanisms to the
Greek realities of the time, highlighting the relationship between the administrative policies implemented in the New
Lands and the population exchange between Greece and Turkey. Through reports, memorandums and other materials
from his personal archive, we will attempt to shed light on various aspects of his work, while also exploring the policies
implemented by the Greek state in the management of population movements and tracing the transition of the Greek
territory during the period 1913 — 1924.
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Katerina Lagos, California State University, Sacramento
Inclusion and exclusion in the 4th August Regime, 1936 — 1941

The Metaxas dictatorship, popularly known as the 4th August Regime, represents a generally overlooked period in Greek
Christian-Jewish relations, in which Metaxas’s stance toward the Jews denotes both a continuation and rupture from the
interwar administrations. The consistency between Metaxas and the previous administrations reflects a unique situation
that underscores the priority given to national consolidation. This presentation will explore the paradigm of inclusion
and exclusion that Metaxas enforced during his years in power. More specifically, I will discuss the socio-cultural vision
of Metaxas’s Third Hellenic Civilization and the extent to which Jews were excluded. Secondly, I will explore Jewish
membership in EON and highlight the inconsistent manner in which Jews were denied membership and participation.
While Metaxas was more than willing to provide assistance to Greek Jews as citizens of Greece, I argue that they were
not considered or treated as members of the ethnos.

Metaphors of light in Greek

The aim of this work is to study the figurative language used in relation to light, and more specifically, metaphors of
light in the Greek language. Metaphors of light are characterized by universality, and they usually depict apprehension
(LIGHT IS INTELLECTUAL ENLIGHTMENT), aesthetics and moral values (Tarrant 1960). Light can also reflect the
Divine (LIGHT IS DIVINE or LIGTH IS GOD), a state of joy (LIGHT IS HAPPINESS) and/ or a state of freedom
(LIGHT IS FREEDOM) (Lange 2021; Tarrant 1960). Our research explores a number of metaphors and idiomatic
phrases from Greek dictionaries (Vlachopoulos 2007; Kriaras 1995; Babiniotis 2011, as well as online sources based on
the framework of Conceptual Metaphor Theory (Lakoff & Johnson 1980) and studies on idiomatic language. Overall,
we investigate the way the sense of light is metaphorically employed in everyday speech.

I examine two Greek dance artists of the early twentieth century — Koula Pratsika and Vassos Kanellos — underlining
the potential contributions of Dance Studies methodologies to the study of (Greek) modernism. Through an analysis of
Pratsika and Kanellos” movement material and technique, approaches to the body, dramaturgy and staging, I will discuss
how their choreographic and performative strategies reflect wider tendencies of Greek modernist art-making: the
aestheticization of the nation (or nationalization of aesthetics); the performance of a national identity situated in a
temporal imaginary of teleological, unbroken continuity with Greek antiquity, and in a transtemporal natural-national
space; and the figuration of modern Greekness as an internally-defined paradigm arising through appropriations,
transformations and recontextualizations of Western Europe’s own representations of ‘Greek’ dance.

The welfare for war victims and its experts in Interwar Greece

In Greece during and in the aftermath of the “war-decade” 1912 — 1922 a wide and multidimensional welfare system for
war victims was constructed. Turning point was the establishment of the Fund for War Victims. The operation of this
institution heralded the emergence of a group of welfare technocrats, who worked in the Ministry of the Relied during
the wartime period and they had numerous relevant technocratic positions in the Interwar. In practice, these figures
emerged as experts on social policy and, due to their tenure and experience in veteran politics. This paper aimed to study
the function of the Fund for War Victims as well as the carriers of its technocrats as a means of comprehension not only
for the state protection of war victims, but also for the welfare in Greece as a whole.

Divergent perceptions of the 1821 revolt in the mid-19th century Crete

The end of the Greek War of Independence resulted in the exclusion of Crete from the borders of the Greek state and a
series of uprisings triggered by the Christians of the island who presented every new revolt as a continuance of the
“incomplete” uprising of 1821 — 30. However, in the decade of 1850, a small group of Cretan Christians strongly opposed
to any insurrectionary solution characterizing the method of revolt as a betrayal of the 1821 revolution. This group
considered education and reforms as the true revolution. The presentation aims to show how this divergence between
the two opposing ideas and political actions in the mid-19th century Crete, also reflects the coexistence of divergent
perceptions of nationalism, political thought, and modernization with the purpose to bring into critical though the
approach of the Cretan Question as a linear path of revolts.

Towards a redefinition of the fantastic in Modern Greek Literature: the case of Fotis Kontoglou’s Pedro Cazas

Based on recent theoretical approaches to fantastic literature as a post-Enlightenment genre characterized by the
unresolved conflict between the real and the impossible, this paper proposes a new typology and a remapping of Modern
Greek fantastic prose fiction. Focusing on the representative case of Fotis Kontoglou, the paper proceeds to provide an
indicative reading of Pedro Cazas, his fantastic work par excellence, with a double aim: to explore the highly original
manner in which the text addresses fundamental themes of the genre, such as the quest for an alternative perception of
geographical space and the challenge of representing the unrepresentable, as well as reveal the multilayered dialogue
Kontoglou initiates with key figures of the fantastic, including E. A. Poe, H. P. Lovecraft, and Jorge Luis Borges.

This paper explores the emergence of the local press of the lonian Islands during the period of British rule (1849 — 1864).
It illustrates the conditions under which the press was initially established as a political informer and commences with
the presentation of the historical facts, based on which High Commissioner Lord J.C. Seaton (1778 — 1863) granted
freedom to the press in the lonian Islands (1848). It aims to demonstrate the potential of the newspapers and focuses on
their role as political motivators of the public opinion by promoting the lines of the political parties they belonged to. In
this respect, the paper’s goal is to present the close relation of the press to the politics of the region, proving that the
newspapers, with an awareness of national consciousness, were one of the principal means of political discourse in the
Ionian state, assisting in forming an lonian Enlightenment; an important group of intellectuals.

Can the poet-historian be queer? Doing queer history in the present through Cavafy

The present paper sets out to explore a, by all appearances, ontological question which is revealed pregnant with
epistemological implications and vital stakes in the survival of queer subjectivities and communities. Taking its cue
from Cavafy’s popular branding as poet-historian, my presentation examines how a heteronormative discourse of and
on History has underwritten hierarchal structures of domination that have relegated queer Cavafy to a subjugated status
within the broader ‘Cavafy signifier’. Considering History as a discursive area, which emanates from, undergirds, and
simultaneously gains legitimacy from cis-heteropatriarchal domination, I am foregrounding queer Cavafy and the many
lives of his queer reception as a case studying bearing on the doing of queer history in Modern Greek Studies. My paper
calls for a queer history in the present that reckons with its effacement and intermittence as a deathscape of institutional
and structural violence, but also as affective spaces brimming with potential.

The archive as a site of colonial power: the case of the archive of the Venetian administration of Ithaca

Many abundant archives relevant to mediaecval and modern Greece remain unexplored. This paper considers the
unstudied Venetian documents from Ithaca, finally accessible following the reopening of the island’s long-closed
archive. We ask how we should approach such ‘new’ documentary sources after the so-called ‘archival turn’, which
emphasised the archive not merely as a mine for sources, but as a site of power. Yet, since the historiography is so
unfamiliar with the structure of the Venetian administration of Ithaca, research among the Ithacan documents demands
a careful strategy with respect to the formation of the archive itself. This paper traces the development of archival
practices in Venetian Ithaca to reveal the negotiation of technologies of power in a vulnerable colonial possession. Ithaca
promises an important case study for questions of ‘coloniality’ because the island was ruled not by a direct administration
but delegated to regional elites under Venetian supervision.

You published my fairy tales without permission! New looks at the dispute between the linguist Paul Kretschmer and the
Lesbian school principal Spyridon Anagnostou

My presentation aims to explain the dispute between the school director Spyridon Anagnostou (1862 — 1916) and the
Viennese professor Paul Kretschmer (1866 — 1956), which focused on the qualitative attributes that a (field) researcher
and linguist should have. In the first part of my talk, I will briefly present the historical background of the meeting of
the two men in the village of Mantamados (Lesbos) in 1901. I will also give an overview of Anagnostou’s intentions
regarding the cooperation with Kretschmer. In the second part, I will focus on the reasons that led to that scientific
dispute. In order to answer this question, I will present the different roles that fairy tales played in the academic work of
the two scholars by emphasizing the influence of fairy tale research (Marchenforschung), pioneered by the Brothers
Grimm in 19th century Germany.

Understandings of British colonialism among Greek migrants in Tanganyika and Southern Rhodesia, (1930s — 1950s)

The presentation is based on an aspect of my Ph.D. research project which investigates Greek migration in Southern
Rhodesia (Zimbabwe) and Tanganyika Territory (Tanzania). For the purposes of the conference the analysis centers on
Diasporic publications produced by Greek migrants in British colonies and Greek journalists from Egypt between 1930
and 1950. By examining photographic material, maps, and texts, I aim to reconstruct those Greek communities’
ideological and cultural relationship with British colonialism. These publications aimed to glorify Greek communities’
role in the development of colonialism in Africa and establish a network of knowledge among Greek communities across
the continent. By delving into this historical discourse, the presentation sheds light on how Greek migrants perceived
whiteness, the civilizing mission, and their interactions with indigenous populations in the two colonial environments
of Tanganyika and Rhodesia.

Artemis Papatheodorou, Harvard University

The Oral Tradition Archive of the Centre for Asia Minor Studies: a critical appraisal with a focus on archaeological
heritage

This paper provides a critical analysis of the salience of the Oral Tradition Archive of the Centre for Asia Minor Studies
for the study of the reception of antiquities by ordinary Ottoman Greeks before 1922. It first looks at the Archive as a
whole and discusses the factors that informed the selection of narrators, the place of women in the body of narrators, the
relationship between interviewers and narrators as well as its ethnographic and oral history characteristics. It then
discusses the place of antiquities in the testimonies of the refugees: how information on archaeological heritage was
elicited, and how the methodology employed by the interviewers might affect our understanding of the reception of the
past by the narrators in the present. A discussion of trauma as a major formative factor for this Archive cuts across the
analysis. The locations studied include Ayasolouk, Nymphaio, Pergamon and Lithri in western Anatolia.

The works of Nikolay Gogol, a 19th-century Ukrainian author who wrote in Russian, have gained readers’ affection
everywhere as classics of world literature. Some have been published many times, whether as newly translated editions
or as retranslations. This paper contributes to our understanding of how “the rhizome of causes, motives, aims, outcomes
and responses related to reprocessing translated literary texts” (Koskinen 2018) applies specifically to Greek versions
of Gogol and focuses on distinguishing the key linguistic and stylistic features of the original texts and their different
rendering in translations of the 20th and 21st centuries. The analysis is framed by a consideration of the representation
of Gogol and his work in the context of Greek national literature and seeks to promote contemporary retranslations of
his works dealing specifically with Ukraine.

Maria Ester Portokali, Aristotle University of Thessaloniki
An insight into the theoretical background of “Erofili’s” and “Orbecche’s” prologues

The aim of my paper is to suggest that Georgios Chortatsis was well acquainted with the theoretical debates,
controversies and quests of the Italian letterati of the second half of the Cinquecento. I will therefore examine “Erofili’s”
Prologue, and specifically the allusions that the playwright makes to the theory of tragedy. Although this preliminary
text differs greatly from the Prologue of the tragedy's source text, “Orbecche”, written by Giambattista Giraldi, there are
allusions to some of the most important aspects of the theory of tragedy: to the end of tragedy to teach and introduce
good morals, to a possible ethico-medical interpretation of purgation (catharsis) and to the necessity for pity and fear,
two notions that were inextricably related to purgation by some Italian theorists. There is also an oblique remark against
tyranny, which feasibly points to another function attributed to tragedy by Chortatsis, namely that it should instill
abhorrence towards this regime.

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Riikka Pulkkinen, University of Helsinki
Brain drain in Contemporary Greek fiction. Representations of Departures and Arrivals in City Literature

This paper examines the representation of brain drain from Athens during the economic recession and its portrayal in
contemporary literature. It focuses on three selected novels: Karoior aAlor by lakovos Anyfandakis, Exei wov {ovue by
Christos Kythreotis, and To xalo Ga ‘pber aro t Oalaooa by Christos Ikonomou. The study explores how these novels
represent the characteristics of Greek brain drain in the 21st century, delving into the thought representations of
emigrants, their perception of Athens, and the factors influencing their decision to leave. Nostalgia and its interplay with
memory and emotion are central themes, as characters seek stability and continuity in an uncertain present. The paper
also highlights the role of Athens in shaping the experiences and identities of young emigrants and explores
contemporary Greek diaspora literature as a branch of the “literature of the crisis”.

Anka Radenovi¢, Dina Dmitrovi¢, University of Belgrade

Foreign language learning and identity reconstruction: the impact of cultural identity in learning Modern Greek as a
foreign language

The purpose of this paper is to discuss the possible relationships between language, culture, and identity (re)construction
in the field of foreign language learning. In particular, it aims to investigate the extent to which language and culture
can influence the identity construction of Modern Greek learners. The present qualitative study sought to explore the
relationship between Modern Greek language learning and identity (re)construction from the perspective of Serbian
students. In order to define the concept of identity, the participants drew on such diverse concepts as personal and social
characteristics, ethnicity, geographic location, religious affiliation, national customs and rituals, and values. The findings
underscore the crucial role of motivation and status of Modermn Greek in the contemplation, redefinition, and
(re)construction of identity. In summary, the results confirm the role of discursive practices, power relations, solidarity,
and otherizing in terms of identity (re)construction in the course of learning a second/foreign language (L2).

Rigas Raftopoulos, Institute of Political Studies S. Pio V
The Colonels’ Regime through the pages of the Italian newspapers

This contribution intends to offer a foreign perspective on the “Junta’s regime” by focusing on the Italian daily press
which followed with particular attention the developments of events in Greece during the regime. Through an accurate
comparison of the different perspectives of the Italian press, an attempt will be made to reconstruct the image that public
opinion has been able to form regarding the characteristics of the Colonel's regime and the forms of resistance that
opposed it. The comparison will specifically concern four newspapers covering the entire political spectrum and will
have as its main objective that of reconstructing the image that the Italian public opinion has formed with respect to the
causes and nature of the coup d'état, the policies of the military regime, the economic measures and the diplomatic
relations between Athens and Italy and in the more general context of the Cold War.

The contribution of “Greeks” to Austrian economy (1804 — 1851)

As a result of the peace treaties between the Ottoman and Habsburg Empires in the early 18th century and the
accompanying trade agreements between the two empires the Habsburg capital city of Vienna became an important
destiny for Greek merchants from the Ottoman Empire and a Greek settlement of considerable economic significance
developed in the city center. The “address book of trade and factories in Vienna” (1804 — 1851) is a rich serial source
on the economic development of Vienna and the whole Habsburg Monarchy. A systematic survey of these printed trade
directories sheds light on the situation and development of Greek trade in Vienna. In which branches do we find Greeks
and how big is their share in the market? How do the political changes during the examined period affect their trade?
What is the position of the Greeks in relation to other Ottoman oriental merchants (Sephardi Jews, Armenians)?

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Konstantinos Sampanis, Dilara Akarcesme, University of Vienna

Between nostalgia and (self-)orientalism: depictions of contemporary Istanbul and its Greek-Orthodox community in
modern Greek literature

While memories of historical Constantinople as a heritage space are still dominant in Greek national narratives, the
perception of the modern Greek-Orthodox community is rather fragmentary and imbued with stereotypical
representations. In the light of a literary Corpus that thematizes the life of the community we trace recurring topoi such
as the concepts of nostalgia and return, loss and trauma or ideas about Istanbul as the Orient. We suggest that the scarce
and orientalizing/romanticizing representation of the Greek-Orthodox community in the works under examination can
be construed not only with respect to the demise of the Greek population in Istanbul but also as an “apolitical” mechanism
to deal with historical traumata of the past as well as an othering process that differentiated the culturally monolithic
modern Greek state from its “oriental” past.

University education played an extraordinary role in shaping the cultural and political consciousness of the Greek
students that attended the University of Padua from the 15™ to the beginning of the 19th century. Four centuries of
history that are usually regarded as dark pages in the history of modern Hellenism, notes in the margins of great European
history. Studies on the Venetian presence in the Levant, as well as those on the Greek diaspora in the West, have instead
given us a very different picture, animated by a thousand nuances. The case of Padova is still waiting to be investigated
in this perspective, since, beyond names, numbers, degrees and careers, the study of the Greek presence in Padova gives
us back the synthesis of countless human and cultural events: small paragraphs of life that go to make up an important
chapter in the history of modern Europe or, if you like, of the modern Mediterranean.

Lyrics and reception of protest songs

During the economic and social crisis that arose recently in Greece, as well as in Chile, protest songs from the dictatorial
eras are revived. These protest songs are once again relevant as a collective practice and an artistic expression emerging
from the people’s movements. Both Greece and Chile have experienced great political tension, especially in periods of
military dictatorship, and their protest songs share striking similarities as to their role in antifascist movements. It is of
interest to study the lyrics with a comparative approach focusing on metaphoricity. Metaphor often expresses human
experience and feelings and may constitute a key to understanding the popularity and circulation of the songs. To find
out whether the metaphors typical for the genre and specific for the languages, similarities and differences of the lyrics
will be explored, between the two linguistic areas, as well as between the original lyrics and their translations.

The theological treatise, Zovioyua wepi tijg Evaroems kol kpaoews 100 igpod motnpiov tijc Oelog evyapiotio. of Georgios
Zaviras (1744 Siatista — 1804 Szabadszallas) has been very little appreciated, however Zaviras was considered the
spiritual leader of the first Greek diaspora in Hungary. In his theological treatise, Zaviras criticises the theological claims
of Western European Protestant and later Hungarian authors. Zaviras sought to defend his fellow believers in Hungary,
also the Orthodox faith and church against the Reformed views, thus writing the first treatise on the defence of the
Orthodox faith in Hungary. In the first part of my lecture, I will present the main manuscripts of the work, also in the
second part I will analyse the Protestant sources of the theological treatise on the defense of the faith and their
interpretation, as well as Zaviras’ very interesting, sometimes exaggerated responses based on patristic, Byzantine and
Modern Greek thinkers.

Athens as an idea: Painting the new capital of the Modern Greek state in the Ottoman Macedonia

In the first three decades of the nineteenth century, the political and cultural repercussions of the establishment of the
Modern Greek state resulted in a radical reorientation of aesthetic standards for the Greek populations that were still
under Ottoman occupation. The aesthetic shift was abrupt but decisive both in the public and private sphere of the
Orthodox: This paper aspires to explore how the aesthetic preferences of the Greeks under Ottoman rule changed over
the long nineteenth century and how the establishment of the Modern Greek state as a collective historical experience
left an irreversible imprint on patrons and artists that were still part of the Ottoman empire. Furthermore, the paper will
showcase — by presenting previously unpublished material from Ottoman Macedonia — how painted representations
of Athens were used by the Greeks who had not yet gained their independence as visual dreamscapes evoking the desire
for cultural and political change.

Teaching Modern Greek through diachronic linguistics: the historical bridge of the Hellenism through the idiomatic
expressions with a learned marker

This study explores the connection between Hellenism and the Greek language, specifically focusing on the complexities
within Modern Greek, characterized by the coexistence of different language levels. The learned level of Modern Greek
language is an area of interest due to its prevalence and its distinct coexistence with the demotic level within the same
linguistic body. The experience proposes studying this learned level through phraseology, particularly emphasizing
phrasemes or idiomatic phrases with a learned marker. A database of 3000 such units has been created to analyze their
frequency and characteristics. These units reflect not only the linguistic but also the historical heritage of the Greek
language, often contributing to opacity in idiomatic phrases. The aim is to inventory these learned phrasemes and suggest
strategies for teaching them, considering the linguistic and cultural complexity they encapsulate.

Medical journalism and attending physicians 'treatments’ via correspondence: The process of medicalization in
nineteenth-century Greece

Was it likely the newspapers (i.e. the unique 19th-century media outlet) functioned as scientific companies during the
19th century? This paper focuses on the Greek case study. It examines the ‘invention’ of medical journalism and the
advertisement of medical treatments via correspondence by the prominent Greek physician, loannis Pyrlas. After his
short tenure as a Professor at the Medical School of Athens University, he founded his first newspaper. Without delay,
he published four more newspapers and some magazines and included in his journalism aspirations the advertisement
of his own scientific books. Was journalism and such an innovative via mail 'domestic and family medicine' sufficiently
profitable for a doctor working in the Greek capital? To what extent did they contribute to the medicalization of Greek
society? What innovations did they introduce and how is their readership likely to be explored?

From “true” Socrates to Maximus the Greek: Modern Greek literature in the Soviet translation project

The productive reception of Marxist ideas and appropriation of the socialist realist canon by part of the
left-wing Greek literary production of the 20th century led through translation to its Soviet reception. While providing
a historical overview of modern Greek literature translations in the USSR from the first few publications in the mid-
1930s to the publication of translated Greek literature on a regular basis from the late 1950s onwards, the paper focuses
on the narrative and practical strategies of its introduction into the Soviet literary field. Drawing on Greek and Soviet
archive material it examines the stages of mediation, translation, framing and publication as intermediate spaces of
ideological interference as well as the translation networks and institutional-organizational actions involved.
